At Amy Greaves School of Dance (AGSOD), our uniform and dress code are in place to ensure safety, consistency, and professionalism across all classes. Wearing the correct uniform allows teachers to see body alignment clearly, helps students to dance safely, and promotes a sense of belonging and discipline.

· After one month of attending, all students are expected to wear the correct uniform and footwear for their class.

· Uniform requirements are specific to each dance style (e.g. ballet, tap, commercial).

· Hair should be neatly tied back (in a bun for ballet) to avoid distraction and ensure safety.

· For health and safety reasons:

· No jewellery (stud earrings are permitted if required).

· No watches, fitness trackers, or accessories.

· No chewing gum or food in the studio.
